Although they chew the cud,
they do not have a split hoof; they are ceremoniously unclean for you. The pig is also
unclean; although it has a split hoof, it does not chew the cud. You are not to eat their
meat or touch their carcasses."

"In those days Peter stood up among the believers (a group humbering about a hundred
and twenty) and said, "Brothers, the Scripture had to be fulfilled which the Holy Spirit
spoke long ago through the mouth of David concerning Judas, who served as a guide for
those who arrested Jesus--he was one of our number and shared in this ministry." (With
the reward he got for his wickedness, Judas bought a field; there he fell headlong, his
body burst open and all his intestines spilled out. Everyone in Jerusalem heard about
this, so they called that field in their language Akeldama, that is, Field of Blood.) "For,"
said Peter, "it is written in the book of Psalms: 'May his place be deserted; let there be no
one to dwell in it," and 'May another take his place of leadership.' Therefore it is
necessary to choose one of the men who have been with us the whole time the Lord
Jesus went in and out among us, beginning from John's baptism to the time when Jesus
was taken up from us. For one of these must become a witness with us of his
resurrection.” So they proposed two men: Joseph called Barsabbas (also known as
Justus) and Matthias. Then they prayed, "Lord, you know everyone's heart. Show us
which of these two you have chosen to take over this apostolic ministry, which Judas left
to go where he belongs." Then they cast lots, and the lot fell to Matthias; so he was
added to the eleven apostles." - ACTS 1:15-26

"In Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha (which, when translated, is Dorcas), who
was always doing good and helping the poor. About that time she became sick and died,
and her body was washed and placed in an upstairs room. Lydda was near Joppa; so
when the disciples heard that Peter was in Lydda, they sent two men to him and urged
him, "Please come at once!" Peter went with them, and when he arrived he was taken
upstairs to the room. All the widows stood around him, crying and showing him the robes
and other clothing that Dorcas had made while she was still with them. Peter sent them
all out of the room; then he got down on his knees and prayed. Turning toward the dead
woman, he said, "Tabitha, get up." She opened her eyes, and seeing Peter she sat up.
He took her by the hand and helped her to her feet. Then he called the believers and the
widows and presented her to them alive. This became known all over Joppa, and many
people believed in the Lord." - ACTS 9:36-43
